How do neuter nouns ending in -i decline?
What common nouns fall in this category?

All nouns ending in -7 are neuter. They form a special declension type, and the
endings must be memorized as such.

There are only two singular forms: one for Nominative and all the other cases besides
Instrumental, which has its own form. The plural declension is more varied, but not
exceedingly so.

Many frequently-used words are neuters in -i: nddrazi, namésti, nabrezi, cviceni,
kadernictvi, knihkupectvi, (ne)bezpeci, prekvapent, stésti, zaméstnani...

Nouns ending in -stvi or -ctvi, which are numerous, also fall here: for example,
bohatstvi, hospodarstvi, inzenyrstvi, dobrodruzstvi, léekarstvi, materstvi, manZelstvi,
obcanstvi, partnerstvi, vitezstvi...

Deverbal nouns in -eni / -dni also belong to this declension: for example, doporuceni,
mluveni, mlcent, bruslent, zarizeni, oddéleni, lyZovani, badani, cestovani,
programovani...
